SSP - Working through Cycle One SSP 
Teachers are collecting evidence of learning. All classroom teachers are meeting with Angela to review classroom assessments (focus on ANS and Ind ancestry students). We will be reflecting on our short-cycle strategies at the end of November. In our last cycle, Elementary Literacy Support teachers have worked with a group of grade two students who were just below expected levels as well as working with grade one teachers (phonics instruction). During this current cycle, ELST and teachers of grades 1 and 1-2 are working with students in small groups to further develop phonological awareness and phonics skills.
Emergency Drills - started having drills during transition times.  October fire drill was in the middle of class changes.  November will be completed over the lunch hour.
