Literacy Strategies - 
1. Having our books organized with sections on African Nova Scotian authors as well as Indigenous authors.  Sections should include topics related to ANS and Indigenous identities as well. 

2. Purposefully chosen texts (read aloud for lower elementary) to reflect the ANS and Indigenous communities.

3. Knowing where your students are through assessments, specialist support, and observations.  

4. Making sure teachers are following the workshop model so students are fully engaged.

SAC PD- September 27th Angela and Cait attended an SAC PD.  It was a large conference.  Keynote address on Mental Health. Break out sessions included:

1. Funding for School Based initiatives- SAC Innovation Fund $250, 000 total (128 applied and only 26 schools got it) Budget must be extremely detailed of how you would spend the $10, 000 and also include student and community input, and you should have data to back it up. 

2. Inclusive Education

Grants-Best Buy Tech Grant ($10, 000) Just for Chromebooks Grant ($10, 000) available for teachers to apply. Teachers suggested

1. More Chromebooks- ideally teachers would like 1 to 1 ratio Chromebooks for Upper Elementary.  
2. More iPads – small group sets for small group lessons/centres in the lower classroom

3. Mimio Projectors 
4. Money for Apps 
The grant asks for student demographics- composition of the school, what makes your school unique, etc. This would be something we can consider applying for next year as the due date is coming up shortly and there is not enough time to gather all this information.
School supplies- The school spent $1500 using Student Support Grant funds to purchase supplies for P-2 ($350 was donated by Canadian Progress Club)

Cait suggested that we should do something to let the community know that we spent that money.
