Unfinished business – Window coverings update- All classrooms that do not currently have blinds are being fitted for them. 
Principal’s Report - 

Recent Activities - Remembrance Day assembly, school clothing arrived, holiday strings and band concert, math coach assigned to IFES for a block, 1st term student reports sent home, holiday concert, parent/teacher progress conferences, 50/50 draw, LC allocation review (usually done in the spring), theme week before holidays, Holiday Bazaar, school-wide bingo, pancake breakfast, and dance parties.
Afrocentric Cohort from Woodlawn High to create a project on local ANS communities called Community Connections.  The hope is to present to our grade 6 students who can then share with other students.
SSP - Reflection on Cycle One SSP -  
Literacy - Teachers being more mindful about their selection of ANS and Indigenous text in their classrooms. Teachers explicitly taught students how to select texts that were at their reading level. Teachers are purposely selecting texts for read alouds to tie into the targeted outcome. Second term will focus on writing growth.
Math - Students are independently accessing and using appropriate tools during the three-part lesson when they deem necessary. Students are referring to anchor charts and visuals around the room independently to support their practice. Students are more confident in sharing their strategies and thinking in small and whole group settings. 

Well-Being - Students are motivated to earn stars. Students recognize and can tell you the classroom norms. All classrooms have norms co-created and posted in the classrooms.
Created plan for Cycle two -

Literacy -
· Utilize mentor texts to model and teach specific writing outcomes, offering students examples of effective writing techniques and structures.

· Implement prewriting strategies to support students in planning their stories or writing, helping to break down the task and organize their ideas clearly.

· Encourage students to create their own texts or books, providing an opportunity to celebrate their work and recognize their growth as authors.

· Offer students choice in both the topic and format of their writing, fostering creativity and ownership of the writing process.

· Incorporate daily, purposeful writing activities to provide consistent practice and promote ongoing development of writing skills.

· Emphasize that writing is a process, highlighting the importance of revision, feedback, and reflection as part of becoming a stronger writer.

Math -
· Integrating Addition and Subtraction, and Multiplication and Division, by highlighting the relationships between these operations to strengthen conceptual understanding.

· Implementing a 3-Part Lesson Plan, which includes a dedicated 30-minute computational fluency block to reinforce key mathematical skills.

· Modeling flexibility in math strategies and tools, demonstrating how the approach and resources used can vary depending on the specific task or problem at hand.

· Utilizing multisensory teaching strategies to engage and support all learners, ensuring diverse learning styles are addressed while promoting deeper understanding of mathematical concepts.

Well-Being -
· Star rewards with a monthly goal and lower and upper draw. 
Goal: Kind Words 
Prize: Happy Meals (P-2, 3-4,  5-6) 

· Classroom teacher will do lessons on kind words, bucket filling, how to treat others, what are kind words?  

· Lessons can include activities like kind note writing
