The Nova Scotia Early Literacy Intervention Model is designed within a Multi-Tiered System of Supports (MTSS) framework. It positions daily, explicit and systematic Tier 1 literacy instruction as the first measure of prevention against learning difficulties and ensures that students who require additional support are identified early and provided with additional focused interventions. Grounded in the principles of early identification, structured literacy, and system accountability, the model ensures that interventions are data-driven, equitable, and responsive to learning needs
